NEW ZEALAND POLITICS POSTGRADUATE 

CONFERENCE PAPER PRIZE 

The prize for the best postgraduate paper at 

the NZPSA conference in the field of New 

Zealand domestic politics was won by Josh 

Hercus, University of Otago ‘Youth voter 

turnout in New Zealand: perceptions and 

attitudes of student non-voters in the 2012 

local body elections.’ Comments included: 

 The essay has a clear and appropriate 

objective, good lit review and methods, 

and is well structured 

 Excellent, well structured piece. There is a 

clear research design, carefully executed. 

The paper makes its points with a 

minimum of fuss.  

 The paper is a model of careful research. 

 A very interesting paper with some 

fascinating (and often entertaining) 

insights into young New Zealanders’ 

attitudes to elections, derived from 

primary sources. A great writing style that 

was extremely clear and easy to follow.

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NZPSA POSTGRADUATE CONFERENCE PAPER 

PRIZE 

The prize for the best postgraduate paper at 

the NZPSA conference in any area of political 

studies other than New Zealand domestic 

politics was won by Amy Thompson (Massey 

University, Palmerston North) ‘The ‘Dynamics 

of Contention’ in the Islamic Republic of Iran - 

Understanding the Origins and Failure of the 

2009 Post-Election Protests.’ Comments made 

by the judges were: 

 Tightly crafted with attention to detail. 

Good attempt to use a theoretical model 

for structure and focus.  

 Very good use of the Tilly/Tarrow 

“dynamics of contention” model to 

analyze the Iranian Green movement.  

 The analysis is well done – I learned a lot 

from the paper, and I followed the Green 

Movement pretty closely 

 A well-done piece of research that added 

real value  

 The article showed an excellent 

understanding of current political trends 

in Iran. It also did quite a good job of 

providing a theoretical framework for 

thinking about social movement 

mobilisation, drawing on DOC frameworks 

 

 
Best Postgraduate Paper in any area of political 

studies other than New Zealand domestic:

UNDERGRADUATE ESSAY PRIZE FOR NEW 

ZEALAND POLITICS 

The best undergraduate essay submitted as 

part of the requirements for a course on New 

Zealand domestic politics, nomimated 

through the Head of Department was won by 

Rachael Chappell, University of Auckland 

‘Drawing on the theoretical literature on 

political leadership, present a typology that 

best encompasses the contrasting leadership 

styles of three modern New Zealand Prime 

Ministers. Taking into account New Zealand’s 

political culture and unitary system of 

government, which style is the most effective, 

which is the least effective, and why?’ Her 

head of department commented that it was ‘a 

superb undergraduate essay on New Zealand 

domestic politics’ and ‘I can see a scholarship 

student in the making.’ Rachael’s tutor, Laura 

Young, has high praises for her work, saying 

that ‘Rachael has found and explored a theory 

of leadership outside those covered in the 

course. In doing so, she has showed the ability 

to apply international literature to a New 

Zealand context in a way that is insightful and 

original. She offers an excellent range of 

examples, and has shown an ability to 

succeed at postgraduate level through her 

excellent bibliography. Her style of writing is 

mature, and her argument flows in a way that 

is a pleasure to read.’ The NZPSA commented 

that the essay is well written and marshalls 

evidence appropriately; it was an excellent 

essay. A wide range of sources woven 

confidently into a clear and thoughtful answer 

to the set question. Definitely worthy of a 

prize. 
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NZPSA Mini projects 2012: Call for applications by 30 March 2012 

 
At the 2011 AGM it was decided that, given 

surplus funds, there was a one-off 

opportunity to offer small funds for projects 

that would benefit the NZPSA community. A 

total of $3000 was allocated to be spent on 

such projects, with the aim that this would 

stimulate a range of projects which may also 

seek funding from other sources. Not all the 

$3000 has to be spent in 2012 and a guide 

amount for each project would be $300-500 

although higher amounts will be considered 

 

NZPSA members are therefore invited to 

submit applications for mini project funding, 

to the President of the NZPSA, who will 

forward them to the NZPSA Mini project panel 

(consisting of Margie Comrie, Janine Hayward 

and Heather Devere) who will then submit 

recommendations for funding for ratification 

by the executive committee. 

 

Ideas and rationale for projects 

The sorts of projects we might fund include 

regional postgraduate conferences, specialist 

workshops, resources on NZ politics, a media 

training workshop, and women’s caucus 

workshop, NZ election event, other events on 

key NZ political issues 

The mini projects should benefit a group of 

people (not an individual) across institutions, 

thus offering benefit to the wider NZPSA 

community 

 

We particularly welcome those with potential 

long-term benefit (e.g. the beginning of a new 

group or network, annual meeting, or creation 

of resources that will continue beyond 2012) 

Whilst it’s not a requirement, we will look 

favourably on new or innovative projects. 

 

 

 

Rules 

Funds for the project need to be claimed and 

spent by the end of 2012; after that any 

award will be withdrawn as a new executive 

committee takes over.  

Funds would be granted by bank transfer 

Project holders will be asked to send a 

progress report to the NZPSA President by 1 

November 2012 so an update be can 

presented on all projects at the AGM/2012 

conference 

 

Project holders need to send a full and final 

report on the project to the NZPSA President 

by 1 March 2013 including a budgetary 

statement accounting for funds spent, a list of 

participants, a description of the event, the 

benefits it brought to the NZPSA, and any 

longer term outcomes. The report, or excerpts 

from it, will be included in the NZPSA 

newsletter/website and reported at the 2013 

AGM/conference

KICKING THE TYRES: THE NEW ZEALAND 

GENERAL ELECTION AND ELECTORAL 

REFERENDUM OF 2011 

 

On 16 February 2012 the Victoria University of 

Wellington Political Science and International 

Relations Programme's triennial conference - 

the ninth successive such conference (the 

series having begun in 1987) - was held at the 

Legislative Council Chamber, Parliament 

Buildings. Hosted by the Speaker, Dr the Rt 

Hon Lockwood Smith, who welcomed 

participants, the conference focused on both 

the 2011 general election and on the electoral 

system referendum. 

 

The conference included presentations from 

representatives of each of the parties in 

Parliament, discussing their parties' 

campaigns. Presenters included veteran 

campaign organisers Hon. Steven Joyce and 

Grant Robertson; party leaders Metiria Turei, 

Winston Peters and Peter Dunne; party 

president (ACT) Chris Simmons; list candidate 

Kaapua Smith (Maori Party); and Matt 

McCarten (Mana). New MP Mojo Mathers 

also spoke about her campaign and 

parliamentary aspirations. 

 

Media participants included experienced 

journalists/commentators Colin James and 

Jane Clifton, with academic presenters 

including Jon Johansson, Maria Bargh, 

Jennifer Lees-Marshment, Rob Salmond (at 

the University of Michigan), and graduate 

student Corin Higgs. A special session on the 

referendum panel included perspectives from 

the respective pro- and anti-MMP campaigns - 

from Sandra Grey (Campaign for MMP) and 

Jordan Williams (Vote for Change) - followed 

by an analysis of the referendum results (the 

voting, and consideration of the post-

referendum review options) from well-known 

academic commentators Nigel S. Roberts and 

Therese Arseneau. 

 

The organisers (Stephen Levine and Jon 

Johansson) have announced that Victoria 

University Press will be bringing out a book 

based on the conference - with conference 

presentations supplemented by a number of 

other contributions (and appendices) - 

entitled 'Kicking the Tyres: The New Zealand 

General Election and Electoral Referendum of 

2011'. The book is expected to be published 

later this year.

One nomination 

per year can be made by a Head of 

Department at any New Zealand University. It 

will be expected that the Departments 

nominating an essay will have taken full 

precautions against any possible plagiarism 

and will be held fully responsible if this proves 

not to be the case. The NZPSA President will 

appoint a panel of judges including a 

representative from the University of 

Auckland as the administrator of the prize. 

When Raymond Miller is available, he will be 

included as a member of the judging panel. 

The panel’s decision will be final. The prize is 

intended to be received by only one student 

but it can be shared by one or more students 

on the recommendation of the NZPSA

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Canadian PSA: 2 NZPSA graduate students 

presenting papers at their annual conference 

will recieve free conference registration. In 

return, the NZPSA further offers free 

conference registration to two Canadian PSA 

graduate students presenting papers at our 

annual conference.
